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1 DUI arrest, 27 citations issued to suspended or unlicensed drivers at  
Signal Hill Police Department DUI Checkpoint 

 
Signal Hill, Calif. – On August 20th, 1 subject was arrested for driving under the 
influence at a DUI checkpoint on 08/19/22. 
 
The DUI checkpoint was held at Cherry Avenue and 27th Street from 8 pm to 
2am.  27 drivers were cited for operating a vehicle unlicensed or with a 
suspended/revoked license, 524 vehicles were contacted.  
 
DUI checkpoint locations are determined based on reported incidents of 
impaired driving-related crashes. The primary purpose of a DUI checkpoint is to 
promote public safety by taking suspected impaired drivers off roads. 
The next DUI checkpoint will be held in December.
